THE UGA TIFTON CAMPUS CONFERENCE CENTER

University of Georgia Tifton Campus
Assistant Dean Joe West has selected Kim
Rutland as new director of the UGA Tifton
Campus Conference Center, a position tied
closely to tourism development in the area.

"After an extensive search and a large
number of candidates, we have determined
that Kim has the necessary experience,
qualifications and training to take the
conference center to the next level of
service," West said.

Rutland will coordinate activities at the
conference center, maintaining a close
connection with the community, specifically
the Tifton-Tift County Tourism Association
and most importantly, marketing the facility.

"Marketing responsibilities are a major
component of the director of the center.
Kim will be out helping to market that facility
and will become somewhat the face and the
advocate for the UGA Tifton Campus
Conference Center," West said.

Rutland brings plenty of experience in
marketing and economic development to
the table. Most recently, she was the project
manager for the Georgia Center of
Innovation for Agribusiness, located on the
UGA Tifton Campus. Prior to this, Rutland
was the Director of Student Affairs for five
years and Director of Marketing and
Institutional Development for eight years at
Moultrie Technical College.

"Tifton is fortunate to have such a great
facility in the UGA Tifton Campus
Conference Center," Rutland said. "My
intentions are to work with the staff of the
conference center and together reach its full
potential."

The conference center is an integral
resource for UGA and the Tifton community,
West said, since it provides a space for
many events such as conferences,
education, entertainment, class reunions
and many more types of events.

Rutland plans to "expand the reach of the
various industries that currently utilize the
service of the center," she said, and work
with the UGA College of Agricultural and
Environmental Sciences' Athens
Conference Center to explore

opportunities.

"We're just very thrilled with having Kim on
board. She's going to be a great asset for
the conference center and for the
community," West said.

Rutland is very involved in the community,
serving as the Tifton/Tift County Public
Library Trustee and on other boards such
as the Tift County Board of Education. She
is also actively involved in agritourism.
